*When our congregation gathered for worship on Sunday morning, we heard again the story of 
God’s mighty acts  and the love shown to us in Jesus’ life, death, resurrection, and ascension, and 
we shared in the holy meal of the Lord’s Supper.  Now, I bring to you this same word of life, and 
this same bread and cup of blessing, so that we may share these gifts and be strengthened in com-
munion with all the people of God.   
Gathered at the Lord’s table, we celebrated with thanksgiving that “in the night in which Jesus was 
betrayed, he took bread, and gave thanks; broke it, and gave it to his disciples saying:  Take and 
eat; this is my body given for you.
