*When our brothers and sisters at Zion Lutheran Church in Hollidaysburg gathered for worship , 
we heard again the story of God’s mighty acts and the love shown to us in Jesus’ life, death, resur-
rection, and ascension, and we shared in the holy meal of the Lord’s Supper.
